I farm,
with my 2 brothers 1,800 acres in Auglaize County, Ohio. We are
concerned at what we are seeing happen in our community and believe part
of it is caused by the current farm bill. We are seeing land rent & land
sale prices going up to rates that make no economic sense. We hear
stories of farmers who's watershed qualified for federal dollars under
crp who turn around and take that money and try to raise rental rates on
farmers that were not eligible for that program. I believe in capitalism
and the free market and let the chips fall where they may, I think that
having a farm program that has to save the family farmer is never going
to work. I like conservation programs like EQIP that help farmers make
decisions for a cleaner enviroment through cost sharing without that
farmer being able to use this against other farmers. I am all for doing
away with the direct payments and countercylical payments. Just keep the
LDP and loans and raise the subsidy on crop insurance. If you subsidize
the insurance where farmers can afford the coverage they need for a
disaster year. then you can do away with disaster payments. I don't
believe that someone should get a disaster payment if they did not buy
insurance to protect themselves. You need to look at ways to streamline
this paper work, it seems like you have to sign 20 papers to do
anything. It is almost impossible for a young person to get started in
farming. The current program does not do enough to help the younger
farmer get established but almost hurts him because of the competition
from larger established farmers and the government payments they
receive. This will always be a problem with government payments or not,
but maybe more could be done for the younger farmers. These are some of
my thoughts on these matters, Thank you for your time.
