I am writing concerning the
2007 Farm Bill, which appears to be loaded with incentives and subsidies
for factory farms and supports many unsustainable and unhealthy
agricultural practices. Our government's agricultural policy includes
programs that contaminate our food supply, drive family farmers off the
land, desecrate our rivers and streams, erode our soil, and befoul the
very air we breathe.
