Answers

Testing for Dockage

1. Approximately 1000 to 1050 grams (or 1 1/8 to 1 1/4 quarts.)

2. No. 6 for "feed" and No. 4 for "air."

3. No. 2 sieves.

4. (  Material moved by air.


(  Material, except threshed kernels, that passed over the riddle.


(  Material that passed through the bottom sieve.


(  Material that passed over the bottom sieve when it contains less than 50 percent of 

    whole and broken kernels of wheat.

5.
Live infestation, sample grade factors, garlic, and unthreshed kernels.

6. Kernels of wheat with either no glumes or not more than one glume attached.

7. The Boerner divider.

8. The valve should be closed when the sample is placed into the hopper, then should be opened quickly when the entire sample is in the hopper or when the hopper is full.

9. On the instruction plate attached to the side of the Carter Dockage Tester.

10. Insure that all the collection pans have been emptied and replaced after testing each sample.

11. All material that passes through the bottom sieve.

12. (  Step 1 - Separation with a Carter Dockage Tester or other cleaning device.


(  Step 2 - Reclaiming the flaxseed with hand sieves.


(  Step 3 - Handpicking a portion of the mechanically cleaned flaxseed.

13. 15 grams.

14. No. 9 sieve.

15. 32.01 ( 1025 = 3.12 percent of dockage, recorded on the certificate as 3.1 percent.

16. When it consists of 50 percent or more of whole or broken kernels of wheat.

17. A No. 25 plastic riddle.

18. No. 8 sieve placed in the middle carriage and a No. 2 sieve placed in the bottom carriage.

19. Kernels with more than one glume attached.

20. 50 grams.

21. More than 0.5 % chess and similar seeds.

22. No.

23. Yes.

24. 0.3% or more.
