Testing for Handpicked Foreign Material

1. All matter other than wheat that remains in the test portion after the removal of dockage and shrunken and broken kernels.

2.
Not less than 50 grams.

3.
(  Test for odor.


(  Check for infestation.


(  Moisture content.


(  Test weight per bushel.

4.
All matter other than barley, other grains, and wild oats, which were not separated in determining dockage.

5.
Approximately 30 grams.

6.
All matter other than oats, wild oats and other grains.


Note:  Oat clippings and detached oat hulls are foreign material.

Not less than 30 grams.

8.
Yes.

9.
A representative portion of not less than 50 grams cut from the dockage-free sample.

10.
All matter, including soybeans and pieces of soybeans, which will pass readily through an 8/64-inch sieve, and all matter other than soybeans remaining on such sieve after sieving.

11.
Whole kernels of corn (unbroken kernels, and broken kernels with 1/4 or less of each kernel broken off), cockle burrs, sticks, soybean pods, etc., and other large pieces of material which can be readily removed from the sample.

12.
Approximately 1000-1050 grams.

13.
Approximately 125 grams.

14.
By placing an 8/64-inch round-hole sieve on a bottom pan then placing a slotted sieve (8/64, or 9/64, OR 10/64 by 3/4) on top of the round-hole sieve.

15.
Level in both hands, directly in front of the body with elbows close to the technician's sides.

16. 10 inches.

17. 45 grams ( 1000 grams = 4.5 percent coarse.
