Answers

Testing for Shrunken and Broken Kernels

1. Approximately 250 grams.

2. An approved .064 x 3/8-inch sieve.

3. The dockage-free work sample.

4. So that the sieve perforation will be parallel to the motion of the sieving action.

5. 30 strokes.

6. It must be returned to the wheat that remained on top of the sieve.

7. An approved Boerner divider.

8. Level in both hands, directly in front of the body, with elbows close the sides, and the perforations parallel to the motion of the sieving action.

9. 20.04 ( 247 = 8.11, rounded to 8.1 percent shrunken and broken.

10. Bent and/or bowed sieves or the sizer-shaker is not level.

11. A scale approved by FGIS that will weigh in hundredths of a gram.

12. 250 grams.

13. A mechanical sizer-shaker.

14. Mechanical sieving.
