6.   State whether civil and criminal jurisdiction is proprietary, concurrent or exclusive.
7.   State whether or not this holding agency is in compliance with the National Environmental Policy Act.  If not currently in compliance, provide when this holding agency will be in compliance. 

8.   State whether or not this property is located in an identified floodplain or wetlands.  List the restricted uses, furnish appropriate deed covenants, and cite the applicable Federal, State, or local regulations addressing same for those properties located in a flood hazard area.

9.   State whether or not this property contains fixtures or related personal property that have possible historic, architectural, archeological, or cultural value.
