Sampling Grain (General) 

1.
The carrier's identification number.

2.
(  Obtaining representative samples.


(  Preparing detailed work records (sample tickets).


(  Checking for condition, odor, and infestation.

3.
Manipulation, substitution, and careless handling.

4.
Approximately 2 1/2 quarts, but not less than 2 quarts.

5.
If the sample is not representative, the inspector's final grade will not reflect the true grade of the lot.

6.
(  It must be obtained by official inspection personnel


(  It must be of the prescribed size, and


(  It must be handled securely.

7.
When it is sampled.

8. If it is;

(  Spilled, no matter how little is lost or how much could be recovered.


(  Stored in an area not under control of official inspection personnel.


(  Transported by means which do not ensure the integrity of the sample.


(  Thrown or dropped from a railcar to the ground.

9. From the brake end of the car the first compartment is identified as B-1, the second compartment as B-2, the third compartment as B-3, and when applicable, the fourth compartment as B-4..

10. When it is loaded in such a manner that a sample cannot be drawn in accordance with established procedures.

11. Draw an additional (auxiliary) sample(s), in addition to the normal sample.

12. Estimate the number of moths and record it on the sample ticket.

13. Heating, musty, and sour.

14. The act of obtaining a representative portion from a lot of grain.

15. High temperature in grain caused by excessive respiration.

16. Consider the lot inaccessible, and dismiss the inspection request.

17. They should contact their supervisor immediately.
18. Note the amount, size, and location on the pan ticket.
