Answers

Testing for Bleaching
1. To aid in determining kernels of sorghum or wheat with dark germ damage or kernels of sorghum that are tannin sorghum.

2. The number of grams remaining in a 15-gram work portion after the removal of damaged kernels other than dark germ.

3. (  Plastic or rubber apron.


(  Goggles.


(  Plastic or rubber gloves.


(  Vinegar.

4. All damage other than kernels and pieces of kernels with dark germ damage (ODK).

5. 3 minutes.

6. To be used to neutralize any spilled potassium hydroxide (KOH).

7. To minimize splashing.

8. 40 milliliters.

9. Approximately 1 to 1 1/2 minutes.

10. If the kernels do not feel tacky and move freely while drying.

11. 40 milliliters.

12. 5 grams.
13. The percent of damage kernels other than dark germ damage, and the percent of White sorghum.
14. 20 milliliters.

15. 15 grams.

16. Replace any unused bleach at least 3 months after the purchase date.
