Answers

Testing for Plump

1. The mechanical-sieving method, and the hand-sieving method.

2. A 6/64 x 3/4-inch slotted-hole sieve.

3. Not less than 250 grams.

4. 30 strokes.

5. Return it to the grain that remained on top of the sieve.

6. Level in both hands, directly in front of the body, with your elbows close to the sides, and the perforations parallel to the motion of the sieving action.

7. An approved 0.064 x 3/8-inch slotted hole-sieve.

8. An approved Boerner divider.

9. By moving the sieve from right to left approximately 10 inches, and returning from left to right to complete one operation.

10. By setting the pulse counter at the desired number of strokes, starting the 
sizer, and counting the number of strokes.

11. Dockage free sample.
