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AGRICULTURE/FOOD TRADE ADVISORY COMMITTEES RECONSTITUTED

WASHINGTON, Sept. 17, 2001‑‑Agriculture Secretary Ann M. Veneman and U.S. Trade Representative Robert B. Zoellick today announced the appointment of some 225 people to the Agricultural Policy Advisory Committee for Trade (APAC) and to five Agricultural Technical Advisory Committees for Trade (ATACs).

The committees were established in 1974 when Congress established a private sector advisory committee system to ensure that trade policy and trade negotiation objectives adequately reflect U.S. commercial and economic interests.  The committees provide the Secretary of Agriculture and the U.S. Trade Representative information and advice on negotiating objectives, bargaining positions, and other matters related to the development, implementation, and administration of U.S. agricultural trade policy.  

"The in-depth knowledge and broad experience of these appointees will provide invaluable advice and counsel during a very critical period in the trade future of the agriculture and food industry,” Secretary Veneman said.  “We have a most ambitious trade agenda already before us – the WTO negotiations, a Free Trade of the Americas agreement, and several bilateral undertakings.”

“America needs a healthy farm economy if we are going to build on our prosperity and competitiveness,” said U.S. Trade Representative Zoellick.  “We need to open more overseas markets for U.S. farm exports.  The expertise provided by the committees is critical as we embark on the next round of global trade negotiations.  The work of the advisory committees helps to ensure that we remain in touch and on track with fundamental agricultural issues, concerns, and priorities.”

The APAC provides advice on overall trade policy objectives regarding agricultural trade issues.  The ATACs offer more detailed technical advice and information on specific commodities. The five technical advisory committees are for trade in:

· animals and animal products

· fruits and vegetables

· grains, feed, and oilseeds

· sweeteners

· tobacco, cotton, and peanuts
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ATAC members must have commodity expertise and a knowledge of the effects of trade barriers on the areas they represent.  Members are recognized as leaders in their field and have experience in trade matters.  The committees meet several times each year. Committee members serve at their own expense.
