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USDA SEEKS NOMINEES FOR EMERGING MARKETS ADVISORY COMMITTEE

WASHINGTON, Dec.4 2001–The U.S. Department of Agriculture is seeking nominations for members to serve on its Advisory Committee on Emerging Markets.  Committee members must have expertise in international agriculture, trade and development, especially as these areas relate to emerging market economies.  


Committee members review funding proposals under the Emerging Markets Program. The program, managed by USDA’s Foreign Agricultural Service, supports private and governmental technical assistance activities designed to promote U.S. agricultural exports.  The committee also advises USDA on the U.S. private sector’s efforts to enhance food and rural business systems in emerging markets. 


Committee members must be able to qualify for a confidential security clearance.  They serve without compensation, but will be reimbursed for travel to attend committee meetings.  


Written nominations, along with forms AD-755 and SF-181, must be received by the Foreign Agricultural Service by Jan. 2, 2002.
