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THREE COUNTIES IN PENNSYLVANIA ELIGIBLE FOR USDA EMERGENCY FARM LOANS

WASHINGTON, Jan. 8, 2002–Agriculture Secretary Ann M. Veneman today named three counties in Pennsylvania as eligible for USDA emergency farm loans due to losses caused by storms that produced excessive hail and high winds last year.


" Pennsylvania farm families will soon receive much needed federal disaster assistance," Veneman said. "These loans will help producers recover from the harsh effects of last years disastrous weather."


Erie County was named as a primary disaster area on January 3, 2002.  Also eligible because they are contiguous, are Crawford and Warren Counties.


This designation makes all qualified farm operators in primary and contiguous disaster counties eligible for low-interest EM loans from the Farm Service Agency, provided eligibility requirements are met.  Farmers in eligible counties have eight months from the date of this declaration to apply for the loans to help cover part of their actual losses.  FSA will consider each loan application on its own merits, taking into account the extent of losses, security available, and repayment ability.


FSA has a variety of programs available, in addition to the emergency loan program, to help eligible farmers recover from adversity.
