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USDA ANNOUNCES $2.2 MILLION FOR RURAL DEVELOPMENT IN OHIO

DAYTON, Ohio, March 9, 2002 – Agriculture Deputy Secretary James Moseley during a visit here today announced the selection of over $2 million in U.S. Department of Agriculture funds that will assist local economic and community development in rural Ohio.

“These grants are important to help our rural communities in Ohio,” said Moseley. “This Administration is committed to creating an environment that will attract and sustain private investment, job growth, and income generation activities in rural America.”  

The following funding announcements were made during Moseley’s visit to Ohio today:

Adams County Chamber of Commerce, West Union, Ohio - A $99,000 Rural Business Enterprise Grant to establish a revolving loan fund to assist area businesses.  This loan fund will assist in the creation of jobs for residents in Adams County.

Ohio Valley Resource Conservation and Development Council, Sardinia, Ohio - A $99,000 Rural Business Enterprise Grant to supplement an existing revolving loan fund to assist area businesses.  These funds will assist in the creation of jobs for the residents of Adams, Brown, Gallia, Highland, Jackson, Lawrence, Pike, Ross, Scioto and Vinton Counties.

Starr Township Volunteer Fire Department, Union Furnace, Ohio - A $80,000 Community Facility Loan and a $46,000 Community Facility Grant to purchase a new pumper truck for the fire department.  This new vehicle will provide improved fire protection to residents and businesses in the service area.

Village of Creston, Creston, Ohio - A $250,000 Community Facility Loan and a $44,000 Community Facility Grant to assist in the purchase and renovation of an existing building that will be used as a community/senior and youth center.

Village of Frazeysburg, Frazeysburg, Ohio - A $751,000 Water and Waste Disposal Loan and a $499,000 Water and Waste Disposal Grant to construct a new water treatment plant, a well field and an elevated water storage tank to comply with environmental requirements.  The project will benefit 591 users.

City of Carlin, Carlin, Ohio - A $350,000 Water and Waste Disposal Direct Loan to extend a water line from the city of Carlin to the University of Nevada Fire Science Academy and to provide additional commercial and residential hookups.
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USDA Rural Development serves as the lead federal entity for rural development needs and administers financial and technical assistance through three agencies: Rural Housing Service, Rural Business-Cooperative Service and Rural Utilities Service.
