The council advises the secretary on the care and management of trees, forests, and related natural resources in urban and community settings.  The council also works with federal and state agencies and other partners to share information and technical assistance.  In addition, the council makes recommendations to the Forest Service on competitive cost-share grants that advance the science and practice of urban forestry.
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
