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WASHINGTON, Oct. 16, 2002 -- Secretary of Agriculture Ann Veneman today announced the appointment of one member and one alternate member to fill vacancies on the American Egg Board. 

Julia A. Lough of East Winthrop, Maine, and Bruce L. Dooyema, Sioux Center, Iowa, fill vacancies left by those resigning mid-term.  Lough will represent the North Atlantic States as a member, and Dooyema will represent the West North Central States as an alternate member.  They will serve for the remainder of the 2001-2002 term.  

The North Atlantic States area includes Connecticut, Delaware, District of Columbia, Maine, Maryland, Massachusetts, New Hampshire, New Jersey, New York, Pennsylvania, Rhode Island, Vermont, Virginia and West Virginia.  

The West North Central States area includes Illinois, Iowa, Minnesota, Nebraska, North Dakota, South Dakota and Wisconsin.  

The board is composed of 18 members and 18 alternates representing six geographical areas.  The Board administers an egg research and promotion program authorized by the Egg Research and Consumer Information Act of 1974.  The Secretary of Agriculture selects appointees from egg producers nominated by certified organizations representing the egg industry.

The program is funded entirely by a 10 cents per 30-dozen case assessment on eggs marketed by producers with flocks of over 75,000 hens.  USDA’s Agricultural Marketing Service monitors operations of the board.
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
