The Ministerial Conference and the Expo will focus on the role that science and technology can play in increasing agricultural productivity and improving food security in developing countries.  Conference sessions will address access to technologies, new scientific research, the relationship between regulation and innovation, and the creation of partnerships to help developing countries adopt productivity-enhancing, environmentally sustainable technologies.  

Featured speakers at the Ministerial Conference will include recognized experts from a number of countries, as well as U.S. officials representing the White House, Congress, USDA, State Department, U.S. Agency for International Development, National Science Foundation, National Academy of Sciences, Environmental Protection Agency, Food and Drug Administration, and National Aeronautics and Space Administration.  International organizations, universities, research centers and nongovernmental organizations will also be represented.  

In addition to exhibits, the Expo will feature a stage for scheduled presentations, private rooms for exhibitor-delegate meetings, a business center and various promotional and sponsorship opportunities.
