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SUPPLY AND DEMAND ESTIMATES FOR OILSEEDS TO EXCLUDE EUROPEAN UNION INTRA-TRADE


WASHINGTON, July 8, 2003— Starting with the July 11 World Agricultural Supply and Demand Estimates report, import and export forecasts of soybeans, soybean products, and total oilseeds for the European Union (EU-15) will exclude trade between EU member nations.  Historical revisions of world and EU-15 supply and demand for soybeans, soybean products, total oilseeds, and total oilseed products reflecting this change will be available July 11 on the WASDE website, http://www.usda.gov/oce/waob/wasde/wasde.htm.  Revisions cover 1991/92 through 2001/02.
