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Mike Brown has worked as the Dairy Economist for Glanbia Foods Inc. Twin Falls, Idaho since September 2007.  Glanbia Foods is the largest cheddar manufacturer in the US, producing about two million pounds of American style cheese daily. Glanbia Foods operates two cheese and two whey product plants in Idaho and Southwest Cheese in Clovis, New Mexico, a joint venture with the Greater Southwest Agency, a cooperative federation..  Mike provides Glanbia with both domestic and international dairy market analysis, coordinates Glanbia’s work on economic regulatory issues and manages other US dairy policy initiatives.  Mike also works with Glanbia’s price risk management programs, which are designed to meet needs of both milk suppliers and product customers.  Mike is a native of Western New York, where he was raised on a small dairy farm. Before Glanbia Foods, Mike was Director of Member Services for Northwest Dairy Association (NDA), and was General Manager of National All-Jersey Inc. where he was intimately involved with expansion of component-based milk pricing in Federal Milk Marketing Orders. Mike is a 1982 Dairy Science graduate of Virginia Tech.
