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As a Senior Agricultural Economist for USDA-AMS Dairy Programs, Jerry Cessna specializes in economic analysis of the Federal Milk Marketing Order System, the Dairy Research and Promotion Program, and other dairy programs.  He is active participant on the Dairy Interagency Commodity Estimates Committee, which produces dairy forecasts for the monthly World Agricultural Supply and Demand Estimates report and the annual USDA Agricultural Long Term Projections.  Much of his work involves econometric modeling.  In February 2009, he and Howard McDowell, a colleague with USDA-AMS Dairy Programs, received the John Lee Award for Teamwork from the USDA Economists Group for work done with the Dairy Programs Econometric Model.  Mr. Cessna has been with USDA-AMS Dairy Programs since March 2001.  He received a BBA from Baylor University in 1984 and a Master of Arts in Economics from Middle Tennessee State University in 2000.  He has been happily married for 25 years, has a daughter in college, and has a son in 7th grade.  He loves to play the trumpet.
