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David C. Hatch joined the Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on Agriculture (IICA) in 2008 as Associate Deputy Director General, Director of Strategic Partnerships and IICA Representative in the United States. In 2009 he was also named Director of the Northern Region. In these capacities he is responsible for developing mutually beneficial relationships with the major international donor agencies, foundations, the private sector and the academic/research communities to address such issues as food security, and agriculture insurance/risk management.  He also supervises the IICA’s operations in Spain, which interfaces with the EU and European bi-lateral agencies. He has served as a White House Appointee in Washington, D.C. and as Associate Administrator of the Risk Management Agency that administers the agriculture insurance program for the United States Department of Agriculture, and as president of three successful businesses providing global clients with sophisticated risk management practices. He also was very engaged in addressing insurance related issues involving the Holocaust. Mr. Hatch has broad international experience and skills in such disciplines as risk financing, organizational change and strategic planning. Mr. Hatch holds a M.A, degree in Organizational Behavior (Magna cum Laude) and a B.A. in Political Sciences – Emphasis in International Politics (Cum Laude) from Brigham Young University. He also speaks Spanish.
