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Dr. Hayes became the Director for the National Drought Mitigation Center in August 2007 and has worked at the NDMC since 1995.  The NDMC now has 24 faculty and staff working on local, tribal, state, national, and international drought- and water-related issues.  His responsibilities include conducting research and outreach on drought monitoring, mitigation, and planning activities.  He is currently a co-chair on the National Integrated Drought Information System’s Program Implementation Team.  Dr. Hayes received a Bachelors Degree in Meteorology from the University of Wisconsin-Madison, and his Masters and Doctoral Degrees in Atmospheric Sciences from the University of Missouri-Columbia.
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
