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Ronald S. Klein, M.S. is President of the Association of Food and Drug Officials, which is the preeminent organization in the U.S. of federal, state and local regulatory officials, having promoted science-based food safety through the development of model laws and regulations and providing uniform training over its 113 year history.  AFDO is nationally recognized for advocating its vision for an integrated food safety system in this nation to eliminate duplication and gaps in our current system of regulating foods and to more effectively address the food safety challenges we all share.  Mr. Klein also serves on the Steering Committee for the International Food Protection Training Institute which offers career-spanning training for state and local food protection professionals in order to improve the overall protection of the U.S. food supply. Mr. Klein manages the State of Alaska’s, Food Safety and Sanitation Program, which provides food safety and environmental health services statewide consistent with those provided by state agricultural, health, and local government agencies.  Prior to becoming involved with food safety Klein had a diverse career managing air, water, and waste environmental programs and has held leadership positions in associations linked with environmental regulatory programs.  He has an M.S. in Forest Resources from the University of Washington and an M.S. in Environmental Quality Science from the University of Alaska.

SUMMARY:  Mr. Klein’s presentation will focus on the role of state and local food safety agencies in an integrated food safety system and the role the International Food Protection Training Institute will play in assuring consistent and uniform food safety inspections.
