Arthur Liang, MD, is the director of the Food Safety Office, at the Centers for Diseases Control and Prevention, National Center for Zoonotic, Vector-borne & Enteric Diseases.  He previously served as the Associate Director for Public Health Practice, Division of Applied Public Health Training, Epidemiology Program Office, where he directed CDC’s Preventative Medicine Residency.  He is a former CDC Epidemic Intelligence Service officer and a member of the EIS Class of 1980.  Dr. Liang is also the former chief of the Communicable Disease Division, Hawaii Department of Health. He currently serves on the Executive Committee of the National Advisory Committee on Microbiological Criteria for Foods and is the CDC advisor to the Board of Directors of the Association of Food and Drug Officials. He is also a member of the Preventive Medicine Residency Advisory Committee for the Walter Reed Army Institute of Research, and a Fellow of the American College of Preventive Medicine.

Summary:  Does the US have the safest food supply in the world?  Dr. Liang will provide an overview and outlook on the changing nature of foodborne outbreaks in the United States.
