In addition he is an Associate Director of the Wisconsin Bioenergy Initiative, a multi campus, multi disciplinary initiative focused on issues related to bioenergy development, production, and associated policy.  His research has two main focuses: 1) price discovery and risk management in agricultural and energy markets, and 2) issues related to the economics of bio-energy.  From 1998 through 1999 he served as the Director of Research for Frontier Risk Management in Chicago.  Frontier Risk Management is a commodity futures trading company whose customer base includes some of the largest agribusiness firms in the world.   Before joining the University of Wisconsin, Fortenbery was an Assistant Professor in the Department of Economics at North Carolina State University.  He received a BS in Natural Resource Economics and an MS in Applied Economics from Montana State University.
