	Dr. Eileen Kennedy is the Dean of the Gerald J. and Dorothy R. Friedman School of Nutrition Science and Policy at Tufts University. Throughout her career, Dr. Kennedy has championed nutrition research and its application to policy, from her seven years as a leading voice for nutrition at the US Department of Agriculture (USDA) to her studies of maternal and child health and nutrition in Africa, Asia, North and Central America.  Dr. Kennedy served on the UN Advisory Group on Nutrition in the 1990's.  In addition, her leadership experience has included involvement with FAO, WHO, UNU, UNICEF, the National Academy of Sciences, the White House National Science and Technology Council, the White House Biotechnology Subcommittee, the Surgeon General's Task Force on Health Disparities, among others. While serving as the first Executive Director of the Center on Nutrition Policy and Promotion in USDA, she created the "Healthy Eating Index," a validated measure for researchers monitoring nutrition that earned her a worldwide reputation.
