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	Kohlmeyer's first taste of the cotton business came as he spent several summers as a phone clerk on the floor of the New Orleans Cotton Exchange during high school days.  It seemed a busy place back then, though the daily volume was probably no more than done in a good few minutes in this computer age.  He graduated from Yale University with a degree in history, which probably better prepared him for these markets than had he studied economics.  After serving on board a destroyer in the U. S. Navy for three years, he entered the family brokerage business, choosing to stay in New Orleans rather than  joining his smarter friends in their successful careers in New York.   

He has spent almost the last forty years in the trenches of the futures markets, developing and nurturing relationships with major entities in the cotton trade both here and abroad, with the merchant community to the cooperatives and individual farmers and with a goodly proportion of the textiles industry in this country.  He has contributed articles to a number of non-academic publications.  He was elected to the board of the New York Cotton Exchange in about 1982 and served through its merger into the New York Board of Trade until it was acquired by the Intercontinental Commodity Exchange.

Having plowed his way through a number of traditional brokerage firms, none of those which are still standing having kept their appetite for the transactional nature of the business, he is now a managing director of M.J. Nugent & Co. of Sonoma, Ca., working with his partner of the last twenty years.

He and his wife of nearly fifty-five years have raised four children who have produced eight granddaughters.  A life-long resident of New Orleans, he has been involved with a goodly percentage of the educational, artistic, and religious institutions of the city.
