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	Janet Nuzum serves as the Associate Administrator of the Foreign Agricultural Service (FAS).  She was named to this position in January 2010, after joining USDA in September 2009 as a senior political appointee.  During her first year with FAS, she also served as General Sales Manager, with management responsibility over USDA’s export programs, including market development and export credits, as well as food aid, technical assistance and capacity building programs.  With the 2011 reorganization of FAS, Janet now serves as the Associate Administrator for Policy.  Her principal areas of management include USDA’s role in the Administration’s National Export Initiative; trade policy and trade negotiations, including Free Trade Agreements as well as WTO; challenging and overcoming foreign trade barriers such as technical and SPS barriers to US agricultural products; and USDA’s strategic role in building the agricultural capacity of foreign countries such as Afghanistan.  She also oversees the analytical and reporting capabilities of FAS with respect to agricultural markets around the world.   

Prior to joining USDA, much of Janet’s career focused on international trade policy, both for agricultural and non-agricultural goods.   She was a Clinton Administration appointee serving as Vice Chairman of the US International Trade Commission.  She also has extensive experience working on Capitol Hill.  She served on the Democratic staff of the House Ways and Means Committee’s Trade Subcommittee, where she worked on several major trade bills as well as Farm Bills.  She subsequently managed agricultural and natural resource issues, as well as international trade issues, for Congressman Cal Dooley, a Democrat representing California’s Central Valley.  Her agricultural expertise also included a period working on international and domestic policy issues for the International Dairy Foods Association.  

In addition to a law degree from Georgetown University Law Center and bachelor’s degree in economics and government from Smith College, Janet also has a graduate certificate in landscape design and worked for several years as a landscape design consultant.  She studied briefly as an undergraduate student in Kyoto, Japan and has traveled extensively.
