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	Julie Paradis is the Administrator for the Food and Nutrition Service (FNS) at the U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) in Washington, D.C. FNS provides children and needy families with better access to food and a more healthful diet through its 15 nutrition assistance programs and nutrition education efforts.

For more than three decades, Julie has worked to improve food and nutrition programs across the Nation.  Before joining FNS, Julie served as Senior Washington Counsel for America's Second Harvest (currently known as Feeding America), the Nation's largest organization of emergency food providers. While there she influenced Federal officials to formulate food assistance and human services policy to strive toward a hunger-free America.

Paradis previously served at USDA as Deputy Undersecretary for Food, Nutrition, and Consumer Services from December 1997 until January 2001.
