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	Timothy Park is an Agricultural Economist with the Farm and Rural Business Branch of the Resource and Rural Economics Division in the Economic Research Service. His primary responsibility is to coordinate the analysis and release of ERS farm income and costs forecasts and estimates. The farm sector income forecasts and estimates provide perspective on the sector’s financial status and its contribution as a key sector of the national economy. ERS analysts support estimation of the national income and product accounts by contributing estimates for farm earnings, expenditures, and value-added to be incorporated into national statistics. Economic trends can be determined and analyzed using data related to production and marketing of commodities, expenditures for types of inputs, income by State, income by size of farm, and the role of government in supporting the sector.

Before starting his career at the Economic Research Service, Tim was a professor in the Department of Agricultural & Applied Economics at the University of Georgia and an Assistant Professor at the University of Nebraska-Lincoln. He currently serves as co-editor of Applied Economic Perspectives and Policy, an AAEA supported journal presenting high-quality research on to an audience of agricultural and applied economists.

His research interests at ERS focus on productivity and efficiency measurement for agricultural enterprises, the marketing of organic products, and performance analysis of food retailers in the supply chain management.
