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	Dr. Tiller is a faculty researcher and administrator in the University of Tennessee’s Center for Renewable Carbon. She was instrumental in the development of a $70.5 million state-funded Biofuels Initiative which integrates a demonstration-scale cellulosic ethanol biorefinery (in partnership with DuPont Danisco Cellulosic Ethanol, operational in 2009) and establishment of nearly 6,000 acres of switchgrass on private farms to supply the biorefinery. Dr. Tiller is the President and CEO of Genera Energy LLC, established in 2008 by the University of Tennessee Research Foundation to implement the business elements of the Biofuels Initiative and to commercialize biofuels technology and support the development of a sustainable biomass industry. She has been called on more than a half-dozen times to testify before Congress and is a frequent speaker at national and international bioenergy industry events. Dr. Tiller received an undergraduate degree in Economics from the University of Tennessee at Chattanooga and her master’s and doctoral degrees in Agricultural Economics from the University of Tennessee.
