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John P. Reganold, Ph.D.

Dr. John P. Reganold’s career was shaped by his interest in environmental soil science. He earned his B.A. (1971) in German and M.S. (1974) in Soil Science at the University of California at Berkeley and a Ph.D. (1980) in Soil Science at University of California at Davis. He worked for two years as a soil scientist with the U.S. Department of Agriculture's Natural Resource Conservation Service and for three years as an environmental engineer with Utah International Inc., a mining company. He joined Washington State University in 1983 and is currently Regents Professor of Soil Science and Agroecology. He teaches soil science, land use, and organic gardening and conducts research in sustainable agriculture. His research articles have appeared in Science, Nature, Proceedings of the National Academy of Sciences, Scientific American, and other land-use and soil science journals. Dr. Reganold is co-author of four editions of a textbook titled NaturalResource Conservation: Management for a Sustainable Future and co-editor of the book, Organic Agriculture: A Global Perspective.
