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Guy Land is Chief of Staff to the Federal Co-Chair of the Appalachian Regional Commission (ARC), where he directs the agency’s legislative work and serves as a senior policy advisor on economic development issues.  He is ARC’s staff representative to the White House Rural Council.  Last year Land organized a series of “Jobs and the Local Food Economy” tours across Appalachia, promoting local food system activities in more than 40 communities in 11 states.   Land came to ARC in 1994 after five years in the private sector working on economic development and education issues and seven years on Capitol Hill.  Originally from rural Mississippi, he has a master’s degree in history from the University of Georgia and received his law degree from Harvard, where he was Editor-in-Chief of the Harvard Journal on Legislation.  
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
