SPECIAL SECURITY BULLETIN

London Terrorist Bombings
    July 21, 2005
Summary:

On Wednesday July 21, 2005, a series of four suspected terrorist incidents occurred in London, England.  As with the July 7, 2005 attack, these incidents targeted public transportation, including bus and subway train systems.  

At this time the Department of Homeland Security has NOT raised the Homeland Security Advisory level, but continues to monitor the situation. 

Intelligence:
Specific intelligence related to this series of attacks is still evolving but FPS/NCR has developed the following information:

Attacks have taken place at three train stations - Oval, Warren St., and Shepherds Bush.  An additional blast occurred on the number 26 bus traveling through the Shoreditch area of London.  At this time no casualties are reported. 

Reports of possible hazardous chemicals at the Warren St. station have been proven unfounded. 

Reporting at this time indicates that three of the explosions were of detonators only while one has been preliminarily assessed as a "nail bomb". 

Implementation:

On Thursday July 7, 2005 at 11:45 the Department of Homeland Security changed the Homeland Security Advisory level to "HIGH" (Orange - High Risk of Terrorist Attacks) for metropolitan and regional rail, subway and bus systems.

All National Capital Region federally owned and leased facilities NOT currently at the "HIGH" (Orange) level will remain at the "ELEVATED" (Yellow - Significant Risk of Terrorist Attacks) security level.  

All employees and security personnel are reminded to stay vigilant to the threat of terrorist attack and to implement the procedures as outlined in the attached alert level document.

These measures must be capable of being maintained for weeks without causing undue hardship, affecting the operations of our customers, and aggravating relations with local authorities.
