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REE supports the Javits-Wagner-O’Day (JWOD) Act Program in its organizational activities to the maximum extent possible.  REE has taken and will continue to take actions necessary to promote and enhance REE’s acquisition program in conjunction with the JWOD Program to obtain products and services directly from a JWOD participating non-profit agency.

REE has agreed to adopt the following goals identified in the “USDA Strategic Plan for the Javits-Wagner-O’Day (JWOD) Act Program”:

Goal Number 1:
Increase the dollars spent under the JWOD Program as a percentage of total dollars spent by USDA.

Goal Number 2: 
Increase USDA’s participation in the JWOD Program by

adding new products and services to the Procurement List (PL) thereby increasing the number of jobs (Full Time Equivalents of  (FTE) created for people with severe disabilities.

Goal Number 3: 
Promote USDA’s successes as participation in the JWOD

Program increases.

REE is committed to an annual increase in JWOD acquisitions of one-half percent of total procurement expenditures per year.  This will be achieved by reviewing existing and new requirements in order to identify projects or services that are suitable for JWOD participation.  

REE’s Action Plan is as follows:

1. Review all REE mission requirements to direct appropriate procurement actions to JWOD sources.  All products/services currently on the PL that meet agency needs will be considered for JWOD acquisitions. 

a. MWA will invite JWOD to visit Area to identify additional items to add to the Procurement List.

b. NASS will investigate JWOD sources for future competitive sourcing in administrative services.

2. Provide guidance to contracting staff, purchase cardholders, and program managers about regulatory requirements pertaining to the JWOD Program.  Contact appropriate REE staff to determine the possibility of placing JWOD on agenda for the National Research Leader’s meeting. 

3. Monitor REE’s progress on a quarterly basis to ensure that the REE mission agencies meet annual goals.  Quarterly status reports will be provided to the coordinators and Agency Heads.

4. Participate to the maximum extent possible in the annual JWOD conferences and other federally sponsored events and activities.  REE will also participate in the annual JWOD Week Celebration in coordination with other Federal agencies.  Information about these events will be distributed to contracting staff, purchase cardholders, and program managers.

5. Review for JWOD consideration on an annual basis existing 8(a) contracts.  When the 8(a) vendor graduates from the program, the contracts will be reviewed and, if found suitable, presented to JWOD for consideration.    NPA will be looking into 8(a) contracts that could possibly be handed by JWOD.

6. Require purchase cardholders to purchase JWOD office supplies, furniture, and technology items via the USDA National Blanket Purchase Agreement with Boise Office Solutions. 

a. MWA will increase awareness of Purchasing Agents of products offered by JWOD.

b. NPA will be distributing catalogs from Boise Cascade to all cardholders.

7. Recognize JWOD nonprofit organizations that have done an outstanding job in meeting agency needs.  REE will also recognize employees from the REE mission area who have excelled in their efforts to promote the JWOD Program.  Recognition will be accomplished through the Small Business and JWOD Act Awards Program.

8. Mandate that custom business products and certificates be ordered from JWOD sources for ARS, CSREES, ERS, and NASS to the maximum extent practicable.

9. Track total dollars spent using the purchase card on the JWOD Program for each REE mission agency.

10. Seek opportunities to establish a BPA with JWOD sources for other than office supplies, e.g., lab supplies, toner cartridges, cleaning supplies.
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
