Outline of Need:  

The Town of Grant does not have a centralized sewer system.  This wastewater project offers several benefits to this community.  It will provide them with opportunities to attract new service industries, such as restaurants and hotels.  An improvement in ground water quality is also expected.  Grant Mountain generally has a thin soil cover over bed rock that is poorly suited for septic tank function.  Poorly treated effluent entering the Tennessee River system is a problem that will be greatly reduced by the construction of an approved treatment facility.  The Town of Grant’s drinking water comes from the Tennessee River.  The new system is expected to initially serve 391 residential users, 70 large residential users, 24 apartment users, and 6 commercial users. 

Grant is a small residential community located in northeast Alabama on the top of Grant Mountain, overlooking scenic Lake Guntersville.  Grant is primarily a bedroom community for people who work in Huntsville and Guntersville.  The most notable landmark in Grant is the historic DAR school, which educates approximately 1,500 students in a quality environment.  Just outside of Grant, at the foot of Grant Mountain, is Cathedral Caverns State Park.  The Town of Grant provides water service to Cathedral Caverns.  This emerging State Park is also in need of sewer service, and will be served as a part of the Town’s project.  

How USDA Rural Development Helped:  

USDA Rural Development has obligated a $1,500,000 loan and $1,690,800 grant to fund the majority of the cost of constructing the wastewater treatment plant and sewer collection lines.  In addition, the Alabama Department of Conservation is providing a $698,000 grant to pay the cost of serving Cathedral Caverns, and the Environmental Protection Agency will contribute a $577,000 grant to the project.

Outline of Need:

The City of Nevada City owns and operates a wastewater treatment plant that serves a community of 3000 in the Sierra Nevada foothills. During the winter the plant has difficulty meeting discharge requirements and is under a Cease and Desist Order from the Sacramento Regional Water Quality Control Board. The city needs to upgrade its treatment plant to come into compliance with Board requirements to ensure that high quality treated water is discharged from the plant to Deer Creek.

How Rural Development Helped:

Rural Development staff has been working with city officials to develop a funding package that would allow sufficient funds to complete the project while minimizing the rate impact to the consumer. Outline of Need:

The City of Wrens’ sewer system currently serves approximately 869 customers.  The City is primarily served by a sewer system, however, there are some pocket areas that do not have sewer service.  The City’s sewer collection system consists of 8-inch and 10-inch collection lines, brick and precast manholes, and five pump stations.  Approximately 50 percent of the collection system is clay pipe.  Raw sewerage is collected and treated by the City’s 0.485-mgd water pollution control plant, which is presently under a Consent Order from EPD/for discharge violation.  The water pollution control plant, is an extended aeration plant that discharges into a creek.  The existing collection system is pledged by inflow/infiltration problems.  Over the years the joints in the clay pipe have separated and allowed ground water to infiltrate the system causing raw sewage to spill, as well as overloading the water pollution control plant, thus causing permit violation with EPD.

How Rural Development Helped:

Improvements are planned to the existing collection system to correct the inflow/infiltration problem, along with extending sewer service to some isolated pockets of the City that are presently not served.  Approximately 108 additional sewer users will be added to the City’s system.  These users are experiencing problems with their existing septic tank systems and potential health hazards, as a result of raw sewage on the surface of the ground.  The water pollution control plant is being expanded to handle problems with exceeding the design capacity of the present plant.  The plant is operating at its permitted capacity.  By expanding the existing plant to 1.00-mgd, it can meet its NPDES permit and provide additional sewer service to the users that are not served in the City of Wrens.

Outline of Need:
USDA Rural Development has been working with the City of Emmett since 1999 to assist the community in solving their sewer system permit violations. Currently the City is out of compliance with the NDPES permit due to substantial ground water infiltration, algae growth, and increased permit requirements.

How Rural Development Helped:

The plan of action is to break this extremely large project into three (3) manageable phases.  Phase I will involve replacing sewer lines to reduce groundwater infiltration and old water lines in the same streets.  An under-drain system will also be installed to manage groundwater levels.  Phase II and III involve upgrades to the sewer treatment plant to bring the City back into compliance with the NPDES permit.  The preferred treatment alternative is to apply effluent to farmland through a land application permit.

The City has also applied to the State of Idaho for a Community Development Block Grant of $500,000, which will assist with Phase I funding and enable the community to maintain user rates that are consistent with similar communities.

Outline of Need:

In 1988, residents from a rural area of West Central Illinois met to determine the interest in forming a rural water system.  People flocked to pay a $50 deposit to the steering committee to confirm their interest in developing a reliable source of clean water.  In 2001, some people who signed that commitment still did not have adequate or safe drinking water.  They decided to form the Scott County Rural Water Coop. All the homeowners have private wells, but tests confirmed that 82% of these wells are contaminated with coliform, E-Coli or nitrates and unacceptable for human consumption. During certain periods of the year, some of the homeowners haul water to take care of all their household and agriculture needs. Others regularly supplement their well water by purchasing bulk water from neighboring Winchester.

How Rural Development Helped:

To remedy this problem, Rural Development is providing funds to bring clean and plentiful water to 98 households.  With this funding these rural residents will have a brand new affordable water system to distribute the water purchased from Winchester.

The Results: 

The project will result in the construction of 31 miles of water main, a master meter and booster pump stations, flush hydrants, a hydroneumatic storage tank and all the meters and valves needed to bring clean, plentiful water to 98 customers.  When Phase I is completed, people in an area of 25 square miles will be assured that their water meets the Health Department’s requirements.

Rural Wabash County Water District was formed by potential water customers in the early 1990’s.  People living mostly in Wabash Township in Wabash County are without a central water supply.  The people of the area currently get their water from wells, farm ponds, and cisterns and by hauling.  While they purchase and haul water, they have to store it in their cisterns or wells where contaminants are allowed to enter the supply.  Results of water quality tests showed that a large percentage of the water used by the people of Wabash Township contained Coliform bacteria, an indicator organism for contaminated water.

With the help of a $392,000 loan from Rural Development, 23 miles of new plastic pipe will be laid to serve 74 new customers. This is Rural Development’s fifth investment, and probably the last, in the Rural Wabash County Water District.  Previous projects have brought safe, dependable water to 626 customers in other areas of Wabash County.

The Village of Hull, with over 500 people, is served by a 60 year-old water tower.  Age has caused a number of problems.  The coating system is failing, some safety devices don’t exist, and the tower has various code violations relating to construction standards and the screening of foreign objects.  This isn’t the only water problem with which Hull has had to deal.  When the Mississippi River flooded in 1993 and the Sny Levee broke, the water treatment plant was irreversibly damaged.  With the treatment plant replaced, the Village has now had to deal with an old water tower, the Village’s only potable water storage facility, and its inadequate storage capacity.

With the help of a $300,000 loan from Rural Development, the people of Hull will get a new 100,000-gallon storage tank, twice the size of the current tank. They will also benefit from a new distribution system that includes new water main, gate valves and fire hydrants.  With the completion of this project, Hull should see the last of its water problems for decades.

Driving along Interstate 57 through the scenic hills of Southern Illinois, you see the big exit sign for Whittington and just know it must be a nice place to live.  And it is.  The nearly 200 people live in a comfortable community with easy access to fantastic recreational opportunities and all the amenities…except sanitary sewer service.

The residents of Whittington have been relying on septic tanks with drainage fields or small lagoons that discharge into ditches through effluent pipe.  A survey by the Franklin-Williamson Bi-County Health Department and the Illinois Department of Public Health found that a lot of the septic systems were malfunctioning and posing serious health hazards.  The problem is worse in this area because the “tight” clay soils make it difficult for septic systems to work well.

The people of the unincorporated community looked for federal and state resources to help them find a solution.  With a $493,000 grant and a loan for $300,000 from Rural Development and a $375,000 grant from the Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity, Whittington’s problem will be resolved.  An engineering firm, Lawrence A. Lipe & Associates from Benton, developed a cost effective proposal based on a regional state plan for delivering public services.  

The Rend Lake Conservancy District agreed to provide and operate the sanitary sewage collection system for the Whittington area.  The collection system will be connected to the Conservancy District’s intercepting sewer system which flows through the Whittington area. When the project is completed, over 5.6 miles of sewers, mains and service lines will have been laid.  

Because of the commitment of Whittington residents and the assistance of the Rend Lake Conservancy District, the community will have a healthier environment.  It will be a more desirable place to live and operate a business and a worthy inheritance for their children and grandchildren.

Outline of Need:

For years, it has been know by individuals living in an area referred to as Circleville that e-coli existed in open ditches, a nearby stream and some private wells due to failing septic systems.  County health officials started testing the area to determine the level of contamination.  After testing was completed, the findings confirmed the e-coli contamination was well above the allowable health standards.  The County Health Officials started informing the residents of the contamination and health risk.

The Circleville residents of 265 people and commercial owners formed a committee and determined the best solution would be to petition the City of Rushville to be annexed into the city.   The City of Rushville accepted the annexation of Circleville.

How Rural Development Helped:

The City of Rushville contacted USDA, Rural Development along with the Indiana Deportment of Commerce for financing of the project.  The proposed project consists of extending conventional gravity sanitary sewers to serve an area (Circleville) adjacent to the south of Rushville.   The collection system will consist of approximately 29,300 feet of 8-inch sanitary sewer, three lift stations with 2600 feet of 2-6 inch force main, 10 residential grinder units with 2000 feet of 1.5 inch force main, SCADA and other related appurtenances. 

The Results:

When this project is complete, Circleville will have safe potable water, a new sewer system, and a new beginning of the elimination of e-coli.

The Town of Staunton is located in the west central section on Indiana and has a population of 550 people.  This town is afflicted with the highest rate of wet weather bypasses in the state and is under an IDEM agreed order to correct the inflow/infiltration sources.  It has been determined to replace the existing collection system and renovate the wastewater treatment plant so that the town may come into compliance with the Clean Water Act.

How Rural Development Helped:

College Springs is a southwestern Iowa community of 246.  In 1999 the Iowa Department of Natural Resources cited the city for improper discharging of sewage and required them to prepare and implement a Plan of Action to bring the city up to code.

The project consists of the construction of 77 on-site wastewater systems for local residences, businesses, city-owned facilities and the South Page School. The City of Leighton, population 153, is a city with lots of pride. The homes are all well kept and all the streets are paved. The City is without any type of sanitary sewer system and is the only city in Mahaska County still relying on a failing tile line which septic tanks are connected to. The City began investigating alternative methods of sewage disposal in 2001.  A door to door income survey was conducted to determine eligibility for a CDBG and USDA Rural Development assistance. The City of Webster, population 110, is a city with lots of pride.  The homes are all well kept and all the streets are paved. The City, however, did not have any type of central sanitary sewer system.  In 1998 the City was cited by the Iowa Department of Natural Resources for improper sewerage discharge and ordered to begin taking actions to address the problem. The city began investigating alternative methods of sewage disposal immediately.  A door to door income survey was conducted to determine eligibility for a CDBG grant and the City began to seek an entity to own and operate the system.  The engineering firm of French Reneker & Associates was hired to do a preliminary engineering report. The proposed new wastewater collection and treatment system will serve 50 residential units and provide the city with a long-term solution to their wastewater problems. The completion of this project, along with rural water already located in the city, should insure the city’s future and provide the potential for modest growth. The city is geographically located within commuting distance to larger employment centers including Iowa City, the Amana Colonies, Sigourney and Washington.

Rural Development has worked closely with both the City and RUSS in the planning process, assisted with the environmental assessment, budgeting, and determination of a funding package which will result in affordable user rates to the citizens of Webster. There are 137 homes and businesses in the City, all on individual septic systems. In 2000, it was discovered that there were several improperly operating septic systems in the City of Sheldahl.  These systems were discharging untreated wastewater into tile lines, which emptied into a nearby stream.  The Iowa Department of Natural Resources requested that the City correct these violations.

How Rural Development Helped:

Plans are under design to construct a central wastewater collection system for the City of Sheldahl.  The new system will serve the 336 residents of Sheldahl.

Sheldahl is working with the nearby City of Slater to utilize Slater’s wastewater treatment facilities.  This will eliminate the need to construct additional treatment facilities in the area.  Rural Development has worked with Sheldahl, Slater and their respective Engineers to develop an economical solution to the wastewater problems Sheldahl was experiencing.

Sheldahl received a Community Development Block Grant of $300,000 in addition to the $742,000 loan and $63,000 grant from Rural Development.

Outline of Need:

About half of rural Clay County residents rely on water from drilled wells.  The Clay County Health Department determined that the overall majority of these wells showed significant quantities of pollution.  The well water was so dirty that it turned clothes orange.  Some people made weekly routine treks to fill empty plastic jugs with natural spring water shooting out of a hillside.  A safe drinking supply was necessary to meet the needs of both the current and the ever-growing population of the County.  

How Rural Development Helped:

The Water District plans to extend approximately 147 miles of waterlines to serve 811 new customers with a safe and adequate supply of drinking water.  Additional storage capacity will be provided with the construction of a 100,000 gallon ground storage tank and adequate pressures will be insured with the installation of a booster pump station.

Outline of Need:

Residents in the Little Mill Pond, Paces Creek and Garrard areas of rural Clay County were still using individual septic tanks, a little over half of which were failing.  Some of the residents are using straight pipes to empty their waste directly into a stream.  Little Mill Pond is within the City limits, while Paces Creek and the Garrard areas are both outside the City limits.  

How Rural Development Helped:

The City of Manchester will construct nine miles of collection lines and force main and two pump stations to serve 220 new customers in the Little Mill Pond, Paces Creek and Garrard areas.  This safe and sanitary means of waste disposal will benefit the citizens of rural Clay County and eliminate the pollution of nearby waterways and groundwater tables.  USDA Rural Development has entered into an agreement with PRIDE to administer certain wastewater construction projects in the 40-county PRIDE region of Southern and Southeastern Kentucky.  PRIDE stands for Personal Responsibility In a Desirable Environment.  This Initiative is U.S. Congressman Hal Rogers’ answer to addressing the serious challenge of cleaning up Kentucky’s rivers and streams of sewage and garbage, eliminating illegal trash dumps, and promoting environmental awareness and educational programs.

Outline of Need:

The unincorporated community of Edesville, population 258, is located approximately 2 miles northeast of Rock Hall.  Rock Hall and the immediate area are known as a waterman’s community where residents earn much of their living from the Chesapeake Bay and sport fisherman, pleasure boats and tourists come to enjoy the outdoors.   The utility service area contains approximately 101 properties of which 92 are homes, four are commercial, two are churches, and two are community gathering locations; i.e. Elk’s lodge or the like, and a county owned park.   The existing wastewater treatment facility and associated collection system were constructed in 1991 and 1992.  The need to improve the project is based on the condition of the treatment lagoons at the existing wastewater treatment plant.  Lack of discharge from the lagoons and the presence of fecal coliforms in monitoring wells around the perimeter of the wastewater treatment plant indicate that the lagoons are leaking and need repair.  If no action is taken, fecal coliforms will continue to be added to the water table presenting a possible health risk to the area residents.  

How Rural Development Helped:

The non-metropolitan Median Household Income (MHI) for Edesville is $31,603 well below the State’s MHI of $41,082.  The majority of the households in the Edesville area are low-income.  Rural Development will provide 100% of the funding needed to Kent County Commissioners to help make improvements to the wastewater system.   The funding will help take the failing lagoons out of service and connect the wastewater and water systems to the existing Rock Hall infrastructures.  This is much less costly than the $1.46 million it would cost to totally renovate the existing system.

The Results:

The improvements will enhance the overall quality of life in the area, protect the health of the residents, and promote a healthier environment.  The announcement of federal funding will occur on Monday, April 19, 2004, in combination with another project supported by the Kent County Commissioners for the unincorporated community of Kennedyville. The unincorporated town of Kennedyville lies within the center of Kent County in a generally agricultural area.  The major cross road in the town is Kennedyville Road.  Kennedyville is located within the Chesapeake Bay watershed approximately 20 miles northeast of Rock Hall.  The town contains approximately 89 homes and 7 businesses, as well as a volunteer fire department, one church, and the post office.  Both the town’s wastewater service area and the existing plant lie in the drainage area of Morgan Creek, a tributary of the Chester River. The Chester River has been classified by the State as a “Scenic River” where pleasure boats and tourists come to crab and enjoy the outdoors.   Morgan Creek and the project area are outside the Chesapeake Bay critical area.  Kennedyville is currently under a State consent order to upgrade the existing wastewater system.  The wastewater system was constructed in the mid-1970’s and consists of three pumping stations in need of major repair.  There is also evidence of leaks in existing sewage lagoons.  The non-metropolitan Median Household Income (MHI) for Kennedyville is $31,343 - well below the State’s MHI of $41,082.  The County is predicting growth of approximately 200 homes in this service area.

How Rural Development Helped:

Rural Development will provide a loan and grant to Kent County Commissioners representing 81% of the total project costs to improve the wastewater system.   The State will join USDA Rural Development as a funding partner in this project. 

The Results:

The improvements to the project will ensure that existing wastewater flows will reach the existing treatment plant and that the quality of the plant’s effluent will be improved.  The improvements will enhance the overall quality of life in the area, protect the health of the residents, and promote a healthier environment. Outline of Need:
The City of Harmony’s existing mechanical wastewater facility and outfall sewer line were originally constructed in 1953 and upgraded in 1995.  In 1999 the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) conducted a Compliance Monitoring Survey that identified several deficiency items that were not addressed as part of the 1995 upgrade project.  The deficiencies identified ranged from various improvements at the treatment plant site, repairs and/or replacement of portions of the outfall sewer line, infiltration/inflow rehabilitation at several locations in the collection system, possible issues with the MPCA phosphorous strategy, and internal upgrade work at the two collection system lift stations.  Without initiating action to complete the deficiencies identified by the Compliance Monitoring Survey, the City can anticipate additional MPCA violations of the discharge charge permit and future expensive emergency repairs to correct failed equipment.

How Rural Development Helped:
The 1995, wastewater facility upgrade project was a major project for the City of Harmony in terms of cost and left this small rural community of 1,080 residents with a high existing annual debt payment on the wastewater system.  Without Rural Development financial assistance for the proposed improvements, the residents of Harmony would be paying significantly more than the average similar systems costs of other communities in Minnesota.  The Rural Development funding package for the proposed improvements will provide the City of Harmony with the maximum Rural Development grant assistance of 75% for their wastewater system improvements.  With Rural Development financial assistance, the City of Harmony will be able to complete the health and safety improvements necessary to operate their wastewater system without violating the MPCA discharge permit and eliminating any further potential impacts on the environment.

The Borough of Seaside Heights is located in Ocean County in southern New Jersey and has a population of 3,155.  The applicant owns and operates a sanitary sewer system for serving 3,008 users (EDU’s).  The existing sewer system was constructed 50 to 75 years ago.  The Borough has been experiencing a significant increase in sewer blockages and street damage (sinkholes) resulting from a substantial number of sewer mains with cracked pipe and open/broken joints and deteriorated manholes. Outline of Need:

The Borough of Wildwood Crest (Cape May County) has a year round population of 3,870 but due to it’s location near the Atlantic Ocean, they get thousands of visitors in the summer.  The MHI is $36,579 (vs $55,146 for NJ) and the unemployment rate for 2003 was 12.9% (vs 5.9% for NJ).  The applicant owns and operates the existing sanitary sewage system collection system for the entire municipality.  Treatment is provided by the Cape May County Municipal Utilities Authority.  

This collection system is between 60 and 80 years old.  The pipe is vitrified clay or asbestos cement.  Due to the age and brittle condition of the pipe, the Borough has been experiencing many emergency sewer line breaks resulting in damage to Borough streets (sinkholes).   Cracks allow the sandy soil to enter and sometime block the pipe.  Even repairing the broken lines becomes difficult as the applicant must locate an area of pipe in good enough condition to tie into.  

The proposed line replacement project is needed to restore the aging sewer system to satisfactory condition.  

How Rural Development Helped:

The Borough of Wildwood Crest first came to RD in 2002 seeking funding for a multi-million dollar sewage-collection line replacement project.  Due to budget constraints, the Borough was advised to phase this large project into fundable pieces.  On August 27, 2002, RD funded Phase I with a $604,500 loan and a $745,500 grant.   The request for Phase 2 was submitted to RD in May 2003.

Outline of Need:

It was determined in 2001 that the small town of Sunland Park, NM was in need to upgrade its wastewater treatment plant. The existing treatment plant needed to be expanded from 600,000 gallons per day to a new capacity of 1.2 million gallons per day, sludge handling facilities, increased aeration facilities, odor control facilities, and ultraviolet disinfection. 

The oder control facilities is a major need because of the stench that is being produced from the wastewater treatment plant.  Also, because of the age of the wastewater treatment plant it was in danger of polluting the Rio Grande river and the near by water shed. These improvements will provide the community with an adequate and safe wastewater treatment plant while maintaining reasonable rates for the large percentage of low-income residents residing in the area.  

In summary, this community needed the expansion because the old wastwater system was at capacity and in danger of polluting the Rio Grande and the water table,and because the community is one of the fastest growing in the state of New Mexico the facility needed to be enlarged as quickly as possible.  

How Rural Development Helped:

On August 30, 2001, the bid opening for the Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements Project was held.  However, there were cost overruns in the amount of $1,011,000 to complete the base bid of the project.  Rural Development came up with the needed funding from the Colonias Set aside program.  This construction and opening of the new facility wastewater treatment could not have come at a better time.  During the construction of the new facilities the old facility failed and there was an accidential discharge of raw sewage, which caused the EPA to issue a warning to the City of Sunland Park. Because of the construction of the new facility it is felt that there will no longer be any more raw sewage discharges into the environment.

Outline of Need:

Fifteen counties in eastern North Carolina are facing serious challenges as a result of depletion of ground water reserves.  In December of 1998, the NC Department of Environment and Natural Resources issued a rule to regulate ground water withdrawals.  The rule, known as the Central Coastal Plain Capacity Use Area Rule went into affect August 1, 2002.  The rule requires users to reduce consumption of ground water by some thirty-eight MGD, inclusive of future growth projections within certain established time frames.
How Rural Development Helped:

Out of this need was born the Neuse Regional Water & Sewer Authority.  The Authority sought to provide an alternative water supply by constructing a water treatment plant on the Neuse River and a distribution system to move the water to its member entities.  The NRWASA is made up of eight entities, which supply water to 42,000 equivalent users or approximately 100,000 citizens and commercial users in two of the fifteen counties in the capacity use area.  The NRWASA has the potential to serve others as the later stages of the Capacity Use Rule are implemented.

Rural Development, in FY 2003, provided $23,000,000 and in FY 2004, $39,000,000 for this project.  Other funds totaling more than $15,000,000 is expected from federal, state, local and private sources.

The city of Granville has a population of 286 residents and is located in the northern part of the state.  The city has been experiencing sanitary sewer disruptions due to the heavy inflow/infiltration of the original clay tile sewer deteriorating and inadequate storage capacity of the existing lagoon cell.  

There are a total of 139 residential users and six commercial users on this system.

How Rural Development Helped:

Outline of Need:

The Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (OEPA), Butler County Health Department, Butler County Commissioners and the Village of New Miami have all taken note of the deteriorating conditions within and surrounding the Village of New Miami due to failing on-site wastewater treatment systems. The area is currently experiencing deterioration of local water resources and increased health risks to residents due to the discharge of either partially or untreated wastewater in the area streams, rivers and groundwater resources.  This area is part of the Miami Valley Buried Aquifer, which is designated as a Sole Source Aquifer by U.S. EPA under the authority of the Safe Drinking Water Act.  Surface waters located within the project area include the Great Miami River, Four Mile Creek, and Seven Mile Creek.  The Great Miami River is listed on the Nationwide Rivers Inventory and designated for its scenic, recreational, historic and cultural qualities.  The OEPA has additionally designated each of the Great Miami River, Four Mile Creek and Seven Mile Creek as a warm water habitat, agricultural and industrial water supply and primary contact recreation body of water.    

How Rural Development Helped:

Rural Development originally committed a $4,020,000 loan and a $2,680,000 grant from our Water and Waste Disposal (WWD) program to be combined with an $800,000 grant from the Ohio Public Works Commission.  In addition, HUD/CDBG County provided a $100,000 grant to construct a new wastewater treatment plant and collection system to serve approximately 847 residential users and 13 commercial users within the Village of New Miami.  Unfortunately, the Village was not able to bring this project to fruition due to high bids and changes needed in the design of the project.  The Village opened negotiations with Butler County to determine whether Butler County would be willing to take over the project and make the necessary changes needed to develop a project that would benefit not only the Village but also the unincorporated areas of the County outside of the Village.  Butler County needs approximately $3,200,000 loan and $1,300,000 grant in additional Rural Development WWD funds to be able to complete this project.  We currently estimate that the total funding to be offered to Butler County is $7,220,000 loan and $3,980,000 grant (which includes the funding previously committed to the Village of New Miami).

The Results:

Rural Development's financial assistance will enable Butler County to complete a wastewater treatment plant with design average daily capacity of 800,000 gallons and a sanitary sewer collection system to serve all residents located in the Village of New Miami as well as the surrounding unincorporated areas of the County.  By construction of the new treatment facility, two older package plants at Cherokee Park subdivision and the New Miami School District will be eliminated, thus decreasing the effluent discharged.  The project further involves the installation of approximately 30,000 linear feet of sewer collection line and one pump station.  

Health risks will be significantly reduced for the Village of New Miami residents due to the elimination of partially treated and/or untreated wastewater discharges in the area.  This could only be accomplished through the concerted efforts of multiple funding agencies.  Discussions were held with Bob Leventry, of Butler County Environmental Sciences, who indicated that Rural Development assistance was essential in obtaining affordable user rates for these residents. The 2000 median household income of the Village of New Miami is $35,476, which is below Ohio's non-metropolitan median household income threshold; consequently the user charge was critical in developing a financially feasible project that these residents could afford.

Butler County, Ohio, is another example of Rural Development's proficiency in channeling funding to communities in need and leveraging our WWD funds with other joint funding agencies.

The proposed City of Spray’s Wastewater Collection and Treatment System development project will eliminate a problem with failing on-site septic systems.  Of the City’s 71 existing on-site systems, 11 (15%) are failing and 5 (7%) are suspect.  The City also concluded from a study that many of the existing systems would be substandard by today’s standards and may not be providing adequate subsurface treatment. The City of Spray is located on the banks of the John Day River.  The John Day River is the longest free flowing river in Oregon.

How Rural Development Helped:   

For Fiscal Year 2004 USDA Rural Development provided the City of Spray with a WWD loan of $625,000 and a WWD grant of $825,000.   The funds are in addition to a $750,000 Community Development Block Grant in Fiscal Year 2003.

The Results:

Septic system failure represents a significant potential public health hazard.  Because of the USDA Rural Development’s funding of the proposed project, the City of Spray will have an up-to-date wastewater treatment and collection facility that will meet all state sanitation standards and eliminate potential health hazards.

Georgetown County Water and Sewer District is proposing a project that will address an unsanitary sewer situation in the rural community of Choppee. The area has been designed as an eminent health hazard area. The MHI for this area is only $17,408, which places it below the state poverty level.  This community also ranks very high, number 5, on the DHEC’s list of communities needing sewer service.  This is due to poorly constructed and malfunctioning septic tank systems that are releasing raw sewage into the local ground water.  Based on this information, this project qualifies for 75% grant consideration and the poverty rate interest.

How Rural Development will Help:

Georgetown County Water and Sewer District has certified to Rural Development that they do not have the ability to finance this project on its own.  The level of grant funds needed to make this a feasible project takes it out of the realm of commercial lending. The project funds will be used to construct approximately 12 miles of 8” gravity wastewater collection line; 27,000 LF of 2- ½”, 4” and 6” force main; and 8 pump stations.  In addition to Rural Development funds, the District has obtained a Community Development Block Grant from the State Department of Commerce in the amount of $500,000.  A portion of ($343,100) will be used for construction costs and connecting low to moderate income level users to the system.  The remaining amount of funds from the CDBG will be used for administrative expenses for the COG and to make needed rehabilitation to some of the low to moderate-income user’s homes in order to connect.

Rural Development funds will alleviate an imminent health hazard and offer sanitary living to 273 residential users and 11 commercial customers in the Awendaw rural area of Georgetown County.

The current wastewater treatment plant is located in Delta County.  The City of Cooper began its wastewater operation in 1978 and upgraded the facility in 1985.  There have not been any major improvements since 1985 to the facility.  Recently, the regulatory agency for the State of Texas has determined that the wastewater treatment plant is in non-compliance with existing regulations.  In addition, the tributary to which the wastewater is discharged, Cannon Creek, has been classified and assigned a “high aquatic life use” designation.  Funding of this project by USDA Rural Development will correct both the states regulatory requirements and improve the aquatic life down stream.  The facility currently has 930 connections, which serve 3,888 residents.

How Rural Development Helped:

The City of Cooper has been in a gradual decrease in both population and medium household income for the past several years.  The existing tax rates are near maximum levels.  The City is unable to provide the necessary improvements without obtaining financial assistance from USDA Rural Development.

The Results:

The low interest loan coupled with the grant will allow the City to improve the standard of living for all residents and keep monthly costs for users at reasonable rates.

Outline of Need:

Upper Leon Municipal Water District was created in 1961.  The District’s member cities consist of the cities of Gorman, Dublin, Hamilton, DeLeon, and Comanche.  The District has supplied their water needs since water treatment facilities were completed in 1969.  The District also provides sewer services to residents in areas adjacent to Proctor Lake, their source water supply.  The wastewater treatment plant is a “package” plant that was put into service in the mid-1970s.  On February 15, 2002, the District was issued a Notice of Violation by the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality based on an inspection of the plant on January 15, 2002.  The WWTP showed signs of excessive corrosion and deterioration.  The existing WWTP has exceeded its useful life.  Severe corrosion and deterioration of plant components have impacted its ability to treat the incoming wastewater.  The plant is nearly 30 years old with an original life of only 20 years.  Currently 63 residential homes are served by the WWTP.  A new hospital is also being constructed west of Proctor Reservoir, which would be served by the District and further strain the WWTP.  This facility will serve the residents of Comanche and DeLeon.  It is estimated that the hospital will have 34-38 beds and approximately 100 full time employees.  In addition, the elimination of about 25 septic tanks will have a positive impact on the environment. 

How Rural Development Helped:

USDA Rural Development originally funded the Upper Leon River Municipal Water District construction of regional water treatment facilities and the District began its purposed mission to provide a safe and reliable water supply to its rural member cities, as well as individual commercial and residential establishments in the servicing area.  Rural Development has also provided financing for the PAR Country Club, whose membership is composed from at least three surrounding counties.  These regional/area joint ventures have helped provide needed stability in an otherwise uncertain Comanche County economic environment in addition to supporting the District’s broader obligations of supplying water over a multi-county area.

The Results:

USDA Rural Development funding of this sewer treatment facility project provides affordable sewer service to the area.  When implemented, the District will provide water and sewer service to the newly constructed hospital, Comanche County Medical Center.

OUTLINE OF NEED:

The project will install a transmission and distribution system to complement the renovated water treatment plant USDA Rural Development funded in Fiscal Year 2003.  Initially, USDA Rural Development approved an $800,000 colonias grant for the renovation of the water treatment plant in 1994.  However, this grant was contingent upon Texas Water Development Board’s (TWDB) funding authorities.  The original project was never completed due to the Texas Water Development Board’s (TWDB) withdrawal from co-funding the project.  Due to the rise in cost since the original $800,000 was obligated for the project in 1994, additional funds were needed to complete renovations to the water treatment plant.  In order to complete the development of the treatment plant, an additional $1,652,700 was obligated in Fiscal Year 2003.

HOW RURAL DEVELOPMENT HELPED:

There is no existing public water system that supplies the residents with safe drinking water in the Quemado Valley.  Currently residents of Quemado and Normandy use shallow ground water wells (less than thirty feet in most cases and typically hand dug) as their source of drinking water.  In the case of this latest funding, the proposed transmission and distribution system improvements will provide new service to the Quemado Valley area.  The proposed water treatment, transmission, and distribution system will provide these rural residents with a source of affordable, reliable, treated drinking water, that will be adequate in quantity and quality.

Outline of Need:

Wasatch County has a current need to replace the old worn out side load automated trucks that they have used for solid waste disposal.  These trucks use separate roll-off trucks and containers.   This system requires multiple trips to the transfer station to empty the containers and then return them to the customers.  This ritual has been quite costly and time consuming especially to the outlying areas of the county.

 A period of high demand on this system can be extremely cumbersome and noticeably inefficient.  An excellent example of this problem was during the 2002 Winter Olympics.  Wasatch County was host to numerous visitors throughout this event.  This influx of tourists to the area did create numerous problems and time-consuming efforts for the employees and potentially dangerous situations for the consumers.  This area continues to be a favored attraction for vacationers.

How Rural Development Helped:

USDA, Rural Utilities Service has approved a loan of $ 556,000 to purchase the new front end loading automated refuse collection equipment and containers for Wasatch County.  The county will also contribute an additional $143,500 to the project.  This new solid waste equipment enhances management efforts to clean up the county and prevent illegal dumping in the area.

The Results:

As a result of the efforts of Rural Development, the county can use the front end loaders to empty the containers into the truck and continue on the route instead of returning to the transfer station to empty the containers and then return to the customer.  The operation and maintenance cost to the residents of this community is reduced and the efficiency and time in providing the services will greatly be enhanced.   Businesses in the community will be moving to automated services because of the effectiveness of this new equipment.  New campground areas are requesting the services of the county and additional revenue is being received because of these improvements. 

Generally, the refuge collection service will contribute significantly in dealing with the environment and circumventing risks to human health and unsafe sanitary conditions for the residents and commercial businesses of this community.

The Outline of Need:

Many residents in Pulaski County, Virginia, are currently served by aging, individual septic systems.  With many of these individual systems failing, residents are faced with many health and safety concerns.

How Rural Development Helped:

Rural Development has provided financing to construct a new sewerage collection system for the families in the Orchard Hills, Vista, and Rolling Hills areas of Pulaski County.  Loan and grant funds totaling over $1 million will help provide these communities with a sanitary, reliable public sewer system.  Funds will be used to install gravity collection lines and related appurtenances.  Sewerage will be treated at the existing Pepper’s Ferry Regional Wastewater Treatment Plant.

Residents in the Orchard Hills, Vista, and Rolling Hills areas of Pulaski County rely on individual septic systems.  Many of these systems are over thirty years old and are failing.  Malfunctioning septic systems cause raw, untreated sewerage to seep to the ground’s surface or back-flow into residents’ homes.  The raw sewerage presents very serious health and safety concerns, as it contains bacteria, viruses, and parasites.  In addition to causing many infectious diseases, the raw sewerage can also contaminate ground water.

The Results:

With Rural Development’s low-interest loan and grant funds, these communities will now have a sanitary sewerage system.

This commitment to working together to make things happen can be seen in communities all across Southwest Virginia.  Last year, southwest communities alone utilized over $12.6 million of Virginia Rural Development’s $35 million allocation for rural utility programs, which is a testament to the citizens and local governments working together to improve the quality of life for residents of their areas.

Outline of Need:

The Dolomite community has requested that the Stevens County Public Utility District (PUD) investigate the possibility of assuming ownership, operation and maintenance of their existing potable water system.  The system is currently owned by the Colville Water Company (a private company), which has stated that they want out of the water business and will transfer ownership of the system to the PUD or the property owners.  The PUD was first formed in 1936, and currently serves over 5,000 customers.  The Dolomite water system was developed in 1986 and includes 22 lots approximately 2 1/3 miles Southeast of Colville.

The existing water supply facilities for Dolomite include two supply wells, an intermediate booster station, a concrete water storage tank and approximately 7,400 lineal feet of distribution piping.  The original well installed to service the community soon proved inadequate from a supply perspective, and a new well was installed.  This well is located offsite, approximately 1,200 feet to the North.

Dolomite has an existing water right, set at 45-gpm and 31 acre-feet per year.  The Washington State Department of Health (DOH) has issued violations 2000 and 2001 for monitoring failures.  The system is not currently equipped with chlorination.
How Rural Development Helped:

USDA Rural Development was able to provide the necessary loan funding, so that the PUD could acquire and make the necessary improvements to the water system and still keep the end user costs to a reasonable level.   The applicant was also a recipient of a grant for $64,520 awarded by the Department of Health in a new program they have for purchase and consolidation of small systems.  The Public Works Trust Fund Board administers the program.   In addition, the customers will benefit by having the system operated in a competent and reliable manner by a proven and successful purveyor of water.  Without the USDA Rural Development long-term low interest rate loan and grant, the Dolomite customers would have been paying around $50 per month for water.

Outline of Need: 

The City of Grand Coulee is currently under a WA State Department of Health Compliance agreement directing it to meet the Federal Surface Water Treatment rule.  The City currently uses water drawn from Lake Roosevelt as the main supply source for its central water system.  The water is chlorinated, but not filtered in any way.  This is one of the last communities in the State still using unfiltered surface water.  The City was faced with the choice of either constructing a water filtration plant or obtain a new water supply source by December 2004.   The City has reached agreement to construct a two-mile intertie pipeline to the City of Electric City and purchase treated water from that community.   Electric City has several very deep wells that have capacity to serve both communities.
How Rural Development Helped:

The City of Grand Coulee has a population of approximately 900 and a MHI of $21,818, which is only 60% of the State Nonmetropolitan Median Household Income of $36,221.  Rural Development Area Specialist Michael Langston has been working on this project for over a year and a half.  He worked with both the communities of Electric City and Grand Coulee and project consultants to assist in developing an inter-local agreement that would serve the needs of both communities and not conflict with the requirements of the needed Rural Development funding. The proposed funding will include a connection charge to be paid to Electric City that will be used to complete necessary system improvements.  We will be making a loan and grant offer (working on determining that split at this time) 

The Results:

This project has good leveraging, partners in funding, consolidates systems, is beneficial to both communities, and will eliminate the compliance order from the Department Of Health.

Note: In the neighboring community of Coulee Dam, a new water filtration plant is also under construction, which Rural Development funded last Fiscal year.

Outline of Need:
