assistance for measuring food waste and assessing the positive environmental benefits of waste reduction.

	Please provide examples in this box: In January 2020, Starbucks announced a multi-decade aspiration to be a resource-positive company, giving more than we take from the planet. This means storing more carbon than we emit, eliminating waste and replenishing more freshwater than we use. We have set a commitment to reduce waste sent to landfill from stores and operations by 50 percent by 2030 (compared to FY19) driven by a broader shift towards a circular economy. The commitment is inclusive of food and organics waste. 



Activities include donating unsold food to food banks and hunger relief organizations via Starbucks FoodShare (https://stories.starbucks.com/stories/hunger-relief/) program, offering coffee grounds for gardens and compost through Starbucks Grounds For Your Garden program, and utilizing commercial composting in operations and stores, where available. Starbucks also considers additional activities, for example, we send fruit and veggie scraps from our Evolution Fresh juice plant to be processed into animal feed.
