Ed Schafer, Agriculture Secretary: The soils that we depend on are diverse and they are
complex. When we ask how we’ll feed a growing world, the health of our soil is at the
heart of that answer.

Jim Costa, (D-CA 20th Dist): Because I think it would be very critical to ensure that
people throughout the country make the connection between their soils and their water
and the air that we breathe. We can't live without all three of them.

Rep. Tom Latham, (R-lowa 4th Dist): But if you're a farmer you understand that the soil
is the number one asset that you have. Without proper care of that soil you're not going to
be able to make a livelihood for your family nor are you going to be able to produce the
goods and products that the nation needs.
