Meeting with Mr. Waters and two members of the Chippawa - Cree Tribe of the Rocky Boys Reservation in Montana.  At the start of the meeting,  Mr. Waters was asked whether he was a registered lobbyist and whether the discussion would be regarding Recovery Act Funding.  The answers to both questions were “yes”, and Mr. Waters was asked to excuse himself.  He did so and the meeting continued.  The discussion was about several applications pending in the RD Montana State Office.  Concerns were raised about timing for review.  In the meeting, it was also revealed that the funds they are primarily seeking are appropriated grant funds, not Recovery Act funds for these projects.  However, if those funds are unavailable they would like to be considered for ARRA funding.   Also identified was a pending request to the tribe from the State Office for more information.  The USDA officials agreed to contact the State Office and get more information and offer assistance if needed.
