	WebCAAF and NFC are working with the eAuthentication Initiative to become electronic credential providers (ECP) for the GSA Gateway.  USDA Web-based applications will be linked to the new USDA eAuthentication solution (Expanded WebCAAF) which will connect to the GSA Gateway.  The GSA Gateway will allow credentials to be reused across government and make applications available to a larger population while reducing the number of credentials needed.   

AMS is supporting its current user base with no plans for expansion. 
	The Gateway has recently attained C&A to conduct businesses in a production environment and WebCAAF and NFC are working with the eAuthentication team to develop work plans to interface with the Gateway.

The USDA eAuthentication solution (Expanded WebCAAF) will be implemented in FY ’03 and USDA web based applications will be integrated starting in August 2003. 
	The reuse of credentials will allow customers and employees to access multiple applications with one credential.  This will save IT dollars and FTE by reducing the number of login systems and streamlining access to Web- based applications.  
	NFC integrated with GSA Gateway in Spring 2003.  

USDA eAuthentication solution (Expanded WebCAAF) will begin integration with the GSA Gateway in October 2003.  Primary integration will be centered around the ECP process. 
Once the GSA Gateway is enabled to work in a production environment, the USDA eAuthentication solution will integrate.  
	To have WebCAAF and NFC fully functional with the eAuthentication Gateway as both an ECP and application provider.
