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Frequently Asked Questions

1. What is the Climate Change, Global Food Security, and the U.S. Food System assessment report?
The Climate Change, Global Food Security, and the U.S. Food System assessment identifies climate change effects on global food security, including food availability, access, utilization, and stability.  It also analyzes implications of changing global conditions for the United States.  
2. Who wrote it and why?
USDA led production of the report on behalf of the thirteen Agencies of the U.S. Global Change Research Program in support of the National Climate Assessment.  Thirty-two authors and contributors prepared the report, representing twenty-one federal, academic, nongovernmental, intergovernmental, and private organizations in four countries.   
3. How was it drafted?
The report is based on the peer-reviewed scientific literature addressing agronomy, economics, climate science, demography, geography, and other fields of study relevant to the topic.  Its findings represent a consensus of its authors.
4. When is the public comment?
September 4 – October 4, 2015.  The website will end the comment period exactly at midnight.  Comments will not be accepted after that time.

The final report is planned for release in December, 2015.
