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[bookmark: _GoBack]For the last 11 years, Ronald Trostle has been responsible for coordinating the preparation of the international portion of USDA’s 10-year agricultural baseline projections.  Since 2006, he has also analyzed the factors contributing to both the upside and downside of food commodity price spikes.  During his 33 years at the Economic Research Service he has been the Canadian country analyst, the head of a Western Europe Outlook and Policy Analysis Section, and chief of ERS’s global analysis branch.  Prior to coming to ERS he worked 9 years for the USAID in Asia and Latin America.  Before that, he was a Peace Corps volunteer in a Brazilian agricultural extension project, and before that he was a self-employed farmer while in college and then earning a Ph.D in agricultural economics at Kansas State University.
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
