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Greg Wegis says “My passion for this industry makes what I do every day feel like a hobby.” 

His first year out of college, Wegis began looking for ways to make the family business more profitable and leave the volatile cotton business. Today his family company, Wegis and Young, manages 9,000 acres of land in their local area and about 10,000 acres in Blythe, California, including farming operations for local dairymen (4,500 acres); 1,900 acres of almonds, and 300 acres of pistachios. They also manage about 1,200 acres of almonds and 300 acres of pistachios for outside investors. 

In 2001, he and his partners started Water Associates and began selling and renting diesel engines needed to meet new air quality standards in the San Joaquin Valley. In addition, they now sell electric turbines, electric panels, booster pumps, rent sprinkler pipe, and provide drip-irrigation installations. In 2011, Water Associates launched a start-up company called Redtrac that is focused on asset management.  Using GPS and a software platform, their services have the ability to automate Green House Gas emissions, along with other monitoring functions. In 2013, Wegis and partners began Tanktrac that can track, via GPS and a cellular modem, any liquid tank level including diesel fuel, acids, fertilizers, propane, etc.

In 2009, Wegis was selected for the California Ag Leadership Program that taught the necessity of delegation. In 2012, Wegis and his wife, Gina, were chosen for a National Outstanding Young Farmers of America award.  In 2013, Wegis became the President of the Kern County Farm Bureau in the San Joaquin Valley. He is also a board member of the California Tomato Growers Association.  

He and his wife have two daughters Sydney (8) and Kate (5).
